MINUTES

19.153      The Chairman to declare the meeting open.
a.   The meeting was declared open at 7pm.

19.154      To receive apologies for absence.
a.   Apologies for absence were noted, as recorded above.

19.155 To receive Declarations of Interest in accordance with the Council’s Code of Conduct and with section 106 of the Local Government Finance Act 1992.
a. Councillor Edmunds declared a precautionary interest in item 19.157(a), on which he would neither take part in the discussion nor vote. The Chairman invited him to remain present for that item.
b. Councillor Steptoe declared an interest in any matter relating to the District or County Councils. In any planning matter, he reserved the right to change his mind when the matter was considered by the District Council. He would voluntarily withdraw from voting on planning matters.

19.156 The meeting will stand adjourned to permit Parishioners of Barling Magna to address the Council on matters relating to this agenda
a. There were no parishioners wishing to address the Council on this occasion. 

19.157 Urgent planning matters 
a. Planning application 19/00877/FUL, regarding land east of Little Orchard Cottage in Barling Road. Council was reminded of previous unsuccessful applications for this site - 18/00626/FUL and also 19/00580/FUL, intended to create stabling for several horses. The Council had objected to both applications and they had subsequently been refused, the most recent one because it failed to meet the minimum space requirements for the number of horses to be stabled on the site.  The current application was for the erection of a single storey stable block and hardstanding for one horse and for change of use from agricultural land for land to be used as a stable. Proposed by Councillor McKillop, seconded by Councillor Cohen that the Council should object to both the proposed building and the change of use on the following grounds:
(i) The Council remains concerned about the risks to riders, horses, drivers and pedestrians from horses entering Barling Road so close to a blind bend. This site does not have near access to any bridleway;
(ii) The Council believes that there is a risk that a ‘stable’ building of this scale might in time become a domestic building. The Parish Council recommends that any further development rights be removed as a condition of the granting of consent;
(iii) The area described in the plans as ‘hay and tack store’ was felt to be out of proportion to the intended use;
(iv) In a supplementary submission dated 9 September 2019 in support of their previous application (19/00580/FUL), the applicants had stated “for the horses’ safety and well-being I have to move him, as horses do not do well mentally alone being herd animals.” Yet the current proposal is for the stabling of a single animal, giving rise to concerns for the welfare of any horse stabled there;
(v) Given the age of other buildings in the neighbourhood, the Council recommends that an archaeological survey be conducted of the site before any building works take place on this site.
For 4; against 0; abstained 1. Carried.

b. 19/00671/FUL regarding the demolition of existing buildings and the construction of 2 x 4-bed detached houses at 156 Little Wakering Road. Proposed by Councillor McKillop, seconded by Councillor Cohen that the Council has no objection to the revised plan. For 5; against 0; abstained 1. Carried.

c. A query was raised about whether the ‘stable’ building on the land adjoining the Olde Shoulderstick in Barling Road had received planning consent. The Clerk was asked to pass the query to Rochford District Council and, as the building was within Sutton parish, to communicate its concerns to that council as a courtesy.

19.158 The Chairman to declare the meeting closed.
a. The Chairman closed the meeting at 7.18pm
