MINUTES

20.93    The Chairman to declare the meeting open.
a. The Chairman declared the meeting open at 7.05pm.

20.94    To receive apologies for absence.
a. Apologies were received, as set out above.

20.95 To receive Declarations of Interest in accordance with the Council’s Code of Conduct and with section 106 of the Local Government Finance Act 1992.
a. The Chairman asked that it be noted that she knew one of the candidates for the post of Clerk.
b. Councillor Steptoe declared an interest in any matter relating to the County or District Councils. He asked that it be noted that he had worked with two of the candidates for the post of Clerk.

20.96 Exclusion of the Press and the Public
Pursuant to section 1(2) of the Public Bodies (Admission to Meetings) Act 1960 it was resolved that, in view of the confidential nature of the business about to be transacted, it was advisable in the public interest that the press and the public be excluded and they were instructed to withdraw.

20.97     Staffing
a.  Post of Clerk and Responsible Finance Officer.  The post had been advertised and had attracted 25 applications by the deadline.  Each of these had been considered by the Personnel Committee.  Five candidates had been invited to interview although two had subsequently withdrawn. The Committee recommended to Council that, on the strength of her application and performance at interview, the post be offered to Michelle Power.  
b. Proposed by Councillor Ashdown, seconded by Councillor Gardiner that the recommendation of the Personnel Committee be approved. For 5; against 0; abstained 0. Carried.


c. A draft letter offering the appointment was approved.  This would come from the Chairman.  References would be taken up as soon as the appointee supplied the names.  The Clerk was requested to email all applicants with thanks for their interest in the post.  Members of the Council thanked the Clerk for his work on the appointments process.
