           19/25.2   Peter Shaw has done some Research on a cockleshell pathway for the wildlife park and estimates we will need around 13 tonnes,  we will begin with 12 tonne which is one lorry load, which is priced at £200 , there was some concerns about smell and possible lime contaminating the edge of the pathways, but this was advised that the cockleshells are washed and contamination is minimal, The Hullbridge wildlife park which is called Kendal Park has used this with great success, it was advised that it be put to the  council for recommendation to spend £200 for cockleshells, £50 for signage to warn people with dogs that this may be is  sharp to begin with and also for wheelchairs and pushchairs. Also, a budget to be discussed for a roller to flatten the cockleshells estimates to be looked for the hire of the Roller from Mark 1 Hire.
